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Create your own bail by suspending a focal bead from chain that has 
been wrapped around the strands of your necklace.

1: Attach one 10mm jump ring to one half of the clasp; repeat  
with the other half of the clasp.
2: Use 21" of beading wire to string 1 crimp tube and one of  
the 10mm jump rings; pass back through the tube and crimp.  
Cover the crimp tube with 1 crimp cover. 
3: String 6 onyx, 1 flower, 3 onyx, 1 flower, 5 onyx, 1 flower, 6 onyx, 
2 flowers, 5 onyx, 1 flower, 6 onyx, 2 flowers, 3 onyx, 1 flower,  
6 onyx, 1 flower, 4 onyx, 1 flower, 9 onyx, 1 flower, and 9 onyx.
4: Place a bead stop on the wire and set aside.
5: Repeat Step 2. String 15 quartz, 1 flower, 5 quartz, 1 flower,  
7 quartz, 2 flowers, 5 quartz, 1 flower, 6 quartz, 1 flower, 3 quartz,  
2 flowers, 6 quartz, 1 flower, 5 quartz, 1 flower, 3 quartz, 1 flower, 
and 4 quartz. Repeat Step 4.
6: Repeat Step 2. String 5 agate, 1 flower, 4 agate, 2 flowers,  
6 agate, 1 flower, 3 agate, 1 flower, 5 agate, 2 flowers, 6 agate,  
1 flower, 5 agate, 2 flowers, 6 agate, 1 flower, 4 agate, 1 flower,  
and 7 agate. Repeat Step 4.
7: Loosely twist the 3 strands. Remove the bead stop from  
1 strand and attach it to the jump ring on the other half of the clasp 
using 1 crimp tube and cover; repeat twice with the other strands.
8: Use the head pin to string 1 flower; form a wrapped loop that 
attaches to one end of the chain. Use the chain to string the lamp-
worked oval. Wrap the chain around the middle of the twisted 
strands twice. Use the 3mm jump ring to attach the free end of 
the chain to the other end of the chain, about 1⁄4" from the top  
of the lampworked oval. Y
